mainland social media

“He grew up overnight” said the widowed mother in China, then bursts into tears
finding son, 5, up late doing housework to help her out.”

A five-year-old boy in China
who was discovered by his
mother to be staying up late
at night doing housework to
help her manage after his
father died has touched
Chinese social media.

The woman, surnamed Su, lives with her son in the Ningxia Hui autonomous
region of northwestern China, said her husband had recently died, leaving her as
the sole breadwinner.
